EXTENT OF OBSERVATI ON - Stream wal ked by Larry M Johnson on
August 28, 1967, between 1300 and 1500.

LOCATION - Streamis about 18 miles due east and one nile due
south of the Town of Point Arena.

RELATI ON TO OTHER WATERS - This stream supplies only a small (1
cfs) amount of water to the Garcia River. The |ower portion
(3/4 mles upstreamfromnmouth) is used as a spawni ng and nursery
area. The renai nder of the stream may furni sh sone spawni ng area
but is too small during critical water periods to support even a
snmal | SH RT popul ati on.

GENERAL DESCRI PTI ON

WAt ershed and I medi ate Drai nage Basin - Streamflows in a
southerly direction through a steep V-shaped canyon. Vegetation
along streamis scarce, linmted to few brush plants and trees -
al ders, Douglas fir, bay madrone.

Altitude - (Range) Heads at 1200 ft. and drops to 800 ft. at its
nout h.

Gradient - Averages approximately 265 ft. per nile.

Wdth - Average 1% ft. Range 1 ft. to 4 ft.

Flow - At station (a) at nmouth 1 cfs, at station (b) at only fork
in stream.75 cfs.

Velocity - Stream has a consistently rapid flow.

Bottom - Approxi mately 30% bedrock, 10% boul ders and 60% rubbl e and gravel.

Spawni ng areas - Very good for such a small stream at |east 50% of the entire
streamis suitable for spawning.

Pools - Very linted devel opnent of pools (25% of stream) nost are snall and shall ow,
no larger than 3 ft. x 3 ft. and no deeper than 2 ft.

Shelter - Good, many undercut banks, |ogs and boul ders.

Barriers - Mich debris over stream none however seened to interfere with the flow
during the critical water period. This debris nay create a barrier to larger fish
novi ng upstreamto spawn.

Di versions - None seen

Tenperatures - Muwuth, water 75°F, air tenperature 80°F. At fork in stream3/4 mle
upstream from nouth water tenperature 70°F, air tenperature 80°. Tenperatures taken
bet ween 1300 and 1500 on August 28, 1967.

Food - Average of 20 organisms per sq. ft. of rock area, caddis worm mayfly

| arvae. Aquatic plants - Sonme horsetail and green al gae present in stream

Wnter conditions - Judging by debris on canyon walls and size of streanbed the

stream appears o be about 10 times as large during the winter runoff.
Pollution - None seen

Springs - None seen

QO her vertebrates - Frogs and California newts observed.

If debris in upper portions of streamis not renpved the streamis going to be rendered
usel ess in the near future because of the jans this large anount of debris is likely to
cause.

Recommended Managenent - The upper portion of this streamis filled with [arge anounts
of logging debris. There are several log jans on the | ower section that should al so be
renmoved.
