| NDI AN CREEK, MENDOCI NO COUNTY

Indian Creek is tributary to the Navarro River in T14N, R14W Sec. 19.
On August 10, 1948, it was seen by the witer at two points: 1.

At State H ghway 28 crossing and 2. Peachl and Road crossing, T14N,
R14W Section 15.

At the first of the above stations at 1:30 p.m, the tenperature of
the water was 73° F and the tenperature of the air was 76° F. The

wat er and sky were clear. The flow was estimated to be approximately 5
c.f.s. Steelhead 2 1/2 to 3 1/2" were quite common. Bottom foods were
abundant. In this vicinity the stream bed is conposed of gravel and
rubble and is fairly wide, the streamflow ng through a valley. Alders
and will ows border the stream and the surrounding terrain is partly
wooded and covered by a redwood and Douglas fir association and partly
open grass-land. Spawni ng areas are good, and pools and shelter are
fair. Stocking at this point is not recommended because of high

t enper at ur es.

At the Peachl and Road crossing at 3:30 p.m, the tenperature of the
water was 69° F and the tenperature of the air was 76° F. The water
and sky were clear. The flow was estimated to be 5 c.f.s. Indian Creek
inthis vicinity has a fairly wide stream bed and i s bordered by
mapl e, tan oak, and Douglas fir. The surrounding hills consist of
wooded and brushy canyons and north sl opes and grassl and south sl opes.
Much of the tinber is of second growt h.

Spawni ng areas and pools and shelter are good in the vicinity of

t he Peachl and Road crossing. Steelhead 2 to 3" |ong were abundant,
and a few 5" long were soon. Silver salnon 3 1/2 to 4" |long were
common. Bottom foods were abundant. Goniobasis type snails were
present.

Above the Peachl and Road crossing the stream becones rougher and
contai ns many boul ders over which the water cascades. There are sone
fine, deep pools.

One logging road turns to the right inmediately next to the bridge
over Indian Creek on the Peachl and Road and follows up the stream bed.
Excel l ent distribution of planted fish could be achieved by foll ow ng
this road up the stream

Loggi ng operations are in full swing in the general area of the
upper station. One | ogger nmet on the Peachl and Road reported that
sorme | and-1ocked adult steel head were still present in Indian
Creek and that one had been taken by the | ogger a few days

previ ously.



Peachl and Road is not marked by signs. It |eaves State H ghway 28

i medi ately west of Con Creek. The road forks 1.6 nmles from State

H ghway 28. TOreach Indian Creek take the |left hand fork, going
through a gate with a "No Trespassing"” sign. Proceed 1.8 mles nore to
I ndi an Creek. Thus, the total distance from State H ghway 28 to | ndian
Creek via Peachland Road is 6.4 mles. Al of this consists of rough
dirt road used by logging trucks. It may be noted that the property

i mnedi ately beyond the above gate is posted with signs including the
words "No Fishing", by Roy Tom inson.
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
