	general estimate: The extreme headwater section on down to end of TN 2 road (4.4 miles above mouth) is in the worst kind of 
condition, choked with log jams, slash and debris, heavily silted with many barriers, lanslide, mud flats, swamp-like 
area, and a small lake behind the landslide.  There are fish in this area but in reduced numbers. From 4.4 miles avoe 
the mouth down to the moust is in much better condition. There are several log jams but the area is mostly good 
spawning and nursery conditions. All tributaries are in bad shape.,  Only Camp 10 gulch, Camp 6 gulch, the south 
tributary below Camp 20 gulch, and the highest easterly tributary above Camp 10 gulch have any fishery value. All 
other tributaries are of no fishery value due to steep gradient, little or no water and no spawning areas.

	add'l comments: Union Lumber Co. constructed a logging road on the above tributary of the Noyo River, placing this road immediately on the left bank of the stream, changing the natural channel of the stream in some areas and causing considerable damage to this stream with debris, dirt, logs, and other material being caused to fall into the stream.  This is in advance of logging opeations which will begin in the near future.
