GENERAL DESCRI PTI ON

Wat ershed — The streamis located inrolling hills to the northwest
of S. F. Bay. Soil is of an adobe type. Vegetative cover is
restricted primarily to small pockets of bay, and grassl ands.

| medi ate Drai nage Basin — The streamitself drains about 5 square
mles but is fed by other streans draining an area of about 100
square mles in size. This streamis found in a broad V-shaped
val |l ey and di scharges towards the south. The channel is bow -shaped
and streansi de vegetation is generally absent.

Altitude — 0 to 250 feet.

Springs — One spring 1/4 mle north of Pepper Road provides Y2mle of .011 cfs flow,
whi ch seeps into the ground.
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FI SHES PRESENT AND SUCCESS — Cbserved 2 bluegills spawning north of the bridge where
Petal uma Bl vd. crosses the creek. Stickleback were al so observed, 2 per square foot of
pools bottom area. Msquito fish were observed at 1 per 2 square feet of pool area.
Stickl ebacks averaged 1 inch in length and ranged from¥to 2 inches |ong.
