On March 4, 1982, Seasonal Aide Jof)]/ce Anbrosi us surveyed Haggerty Qulch Oreek,
on foot, fromLimantour Road to the nouth, a distance of approxinmately 1 nile.
A large land slide fromthe January stormcut Limantour Road at Haggerty
@ul ch. Repair work on the road has put the streamthrough a culvert for the
first 500+ feet. D's of the road at an angle of ~ 400% ?very, very steep).

The upper section of the streamis in a steep narrow canyon with al der, red-
wood, and bay as a canopy. Wth the steeﬁ gradient, many small falls are
present, with the largest drop no more than 4 ft. A fewsnall log jams were
present caused fromrecent slides.

The [ower one-half of the streamhas less of a %radi ent, but the erosion from
slides is much greater. Large log jams, 10 ft. long x 5 ft. wide x 20 ft.
high, were present. At the tinme of the survey, CCC crews were working to
clear the log jans. Stream bottom consists nmostly of silt at this tine from
the recent erosion and slides. The mddle third of the streamis bedrock.

This streamis assessed as poor fisheries habitat because of the changes from
the storm Cover is good and flowat this time is noderate. Streamwdth is
2 ft. or less and water depth ranged from 4-6 inches.

Prior to the storm the streammay not have had significant fish habitat
because of the shal | ow depth and narrow w dth.
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
